In June the Centre County Board of Elections selected touchscreen 
voting systems for our county. These new voting systems will NOT 
provide a voter-verified paper record of the votes cast. Voters will be 
expected to trust computers to count their votes correctly. If there is 
a discrepancy there will be no way to recount the votes or truly 
verify the elections results. Paperless touchscreen voting machines 
have already lost thousands of votes in Pennsylvania and other 
states. If Commissioners Exarchos and Dershem had voted for 
the optical scan, as Leonard Holliday did, Centre County would 
have a voter-verifiable paper ballot that allows for a recount and 
they would have also saved taxpayers thousands of dollars.

THIS IS A NONPARTISAN ISSUE. The exploding outcry across the 
State and Nation is turning into a firestorm. Pending court action and 
legislation will likely outlaw paper-less touchscreen voting equipment 
and require Centre County to provide paper printers with touch-
screens. This could cost the taxpayers a tremendous amount of 
money. We believe county officials should avoid a future disaster: 
Reject the touchscreens and purchase optical scans NOW.
